Thematic Units
1. Focus on Form Through Media (Pace Model)
Focus 1 – Structures with get and have
Learners can:

- use causatives in both the active and passive voices
- use get + ed in both the active and passive voices

- use have + object + past participle to describe things that happen to us

Focus 2 – Verbs commonly used in the passive
Learners can:

- identify and use verbs used without an agent
- identify and use past participles as adjectives or as passive voice
- identify and use common passive verbs that collocate with prepositions
Focus 3 – Phrasal verbs and verbs + prepositions
Learners can:

- discriminate between phrasal vervs and verbs + prepositions
- correctly position the object with phrasal verbs and verbs + prepositions
- can use prepositions correctly after passives
Focus 4 – Speculation and deduction in the present and in the past
Learners can:

- use may, might, could and will to say something is true or likely in the present
- use could have, will have, may have and might have to speculate about the past
- use must and can’t to express something that is true or untrue
Focus 5 – Necessity, duty and advice
Learners can:

- use must and have to correctly
- use should and ought to express opinions about what is right and wrong
- use needn’t, don’t need and don’t have to express there is no obligation to do something
Focus 6 – Ability and permission
Learners can:

- express ability in the present and the future using can and be able
- express ability in the past using can and be able
- use can and could to express permission
Focus 7 – Ability, quality and achievement
Learners can:

- use dependent prepositions appropriately
- use collocation correctly in this context
- distinguish between types of connotation: negative, positive and neutral
- use metaphors to describe ability, talent and achievement 
2. General Writing (linked with Culture & Society and Professional Writing)
Focus 1 – Punctuation and Syntax
Learners can:

- understand the origins and purpose of punctuation

- use English punctuation correctly

- build effective sentences

Focus 2 - Subjects and Actions 

Learners understand the importance of and can:

- put actions in verbs
- put characters in subjects
- keep subjects near verbs 

Focus 3 - Concision and Simplicity 
Learners understand the importance of and can:

- omit needless words (excessive hedging, ineffectual phrases)
- prefer simple words
- use simple subjects
- use adjectives/adverbs frugally
Focus 4 - Cohesion, Coherence, and Emphasis
Learners understand the importance of and can:

- put new information last

- use passive voice judiciously

- match the first and last sentences of a paragraph

Focus 5 - Run-ons and Fragments, Modifiers, Pronouns and Parallelisms
Learners can avoid:

- run-ons and fragments 

And can correctly use:

- modifiers, pronouns and parallelisms 

Focus 6 -  Relative Clauses
Learners understand and can use:

- defining and non-defining relative clauses 

- the three types of reduced relative clauses

Focus 7 -  Passive and active voices
Learners understand and can:

- use the active voice appropriately

- use the passive voice appropriately

Focus 8 -  Conjunctions
Learners understand and can use:

- coordinating conjunctions

- subordinating conjunctions

- correlative conjunctions

3. Culture & Society
Learners watch and discuss episodes of How I Met Your Mother in order to explore culture, social norms and interpersonal relations in the United States. For each episode learners must also submit a written summary paragraph. The paragraph patterns used are description and list.
