REPORTED SPEECH WITH MIXED TENSES

Direct speech is what we call the words people say when

they speak.

He said, ‘I haven't seen you for a long time.

Indirect or reported speech is how we report (tell someone)

what another person says.

He said he hadn't seen me for a long time.

Verb tenses often change when we report what people said.
