(*Remember to use the past simple!)

Task 3 - Discussion - in pairs/groups of 3, ask and answer the following questions. (Make sure to take notes on what your partner says!)

Have you ever tried to make something perfect?
Have you ever burned or ruined some food?
Have you ever worked hard to make someone happy?
Have you ever felt disappointed because something didn't go as planned?
Have you ever received a gift or favour that made you happy?
Have you ever learned how to cook a new dish?
Have you ever done something special for a family member?
Have you ever made the same mistake more than once?
Have you ever given up on something because it was too difficult?


(*Remember to use the present perfect to begin, then the past simple if you go into more detail)
